Yoshiki Omote was born in 1992 in Osaka, Japan. He completed his B.EA. at Kyoto University of Art and
Design, Faculty of Art and Design, Department of Fine and Applied Arts, Mixed Media Course, and M.EA. at
Tokyo University of the Arts, the Graduate School of Fine Arts, Department of Intermedia Art in 2016.

His major solo exhibitions include “Life-Size Landscapes” (2019, KANA KAWANISHI GALLERY, Tokyo). Group
exhibitions include “Unseen Amsterdam 2023” (Amsterdam, The Netherlands), “STUDIO KODAI Vol.2” (2020,
CAPSULE, Tokyo), “Anthropocene” (2020, GINZA TSUTAYA BOOKS, Tokyo), “Setouchi Triennale” (2019, Awashima Island,
Kagawa, Japan), “Gunma Biennale for Young Artists 2019” (The Museum of Modern Art, Gunma, Japan), and “Rokko Meets
Art 2018” (Rokkosan Country House and others, Hyogo, Japan).

He is also active as part of the artist unit “fi: [Namazu]” along with Shoma Fujimura and Taichi Moriyama. In
2020, they held a solo exhibition titled “Real-Life Escape Room” at KANA KAWANISHI GALLERY.
Additionally, from August to September 2021, they took part in the “Ripple across the Water 20217 exhibition,
primarily held at the Watarium Museum in the Aoyama area of Tokyo (as a member of SIDE CORE).
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
